Religion or Belief

Religion or Belief is protected against discrimination under the Equality Act 2010. This includes any religious or philosophical belief, including a lack of religion or belief.

The Equality Act 2010 also places a duty on the council to take into consideration people needs based on their religious or philosophical beliefs when planning or revising a service or policy. This could include dietary requirements, burial and death rites, modesty; whether that be changing facilities or uniform/dress code, etc.

Forum of Faiths Declaration

The Glasgow Forum of Faiths was established in 2002 to help faith communities to listen and build up relationships with each other. Its role is to bring together the civic authorities and leaders of faith communities to work together for mutual understanding and the good of the City of Glasgow.
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Sectarianism in Glasgow

In December 2001 the council commissioned NFO Social Research to carry out research to determine the scale, nature and impact of sectarianism in the city. The final report was delivered in January 2003. 

The study examined both the culture of prejudice that exists in Glasgow and also sectarian action as 'objective experience' in such forms as crime, discrimination, and self-exclusion from places and from using public transport due to fear of sectarianism. 
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Sense over Sectarianism is a project to challenge the existing attitudes, behaviour and assumptions which contribute to bigotry, sectarianism and division within society. Further information on this can be found at this
