What?

3 metres wide, with 50cm of 
physical buffer.

Why?
To encourage more people to cycle by 
providing a safe route.

What?
New pedestrian crossing point 
(exact details tbc)

Why?
To provide a safe way to get 
between the library, shops, 
bus stop, flats and schools.

What?
Road raised to pavement level at side 
roads
Tighter corners at side roads

Why?
Safer crossing for pedestrians. Cars 
and cyclists have to slow to turn in 
and out of side roads.

What?
Traffic lights at the 
junction with North 
Woodside Road and Braid 
Street

Why?
Safer crossing for 
pedestrians, especially for 
those walking to and from 
school.

Direct connection into 
new physically separated 
cycle route on Garscube 
Road, to Possil Road and 

to the Canal

What?
Parking spaces kept on one side of 
St George’s Road.
Car lanes are narrowed.

Why?
The space is needed to create a 
physically separated, safe cycle  
path.
Currently, less than 1 out of every 3 
spaces has a car parked in it during 
the day
