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Wee Green Grants

Aim
We aim to ensure that all communities can access, enjoy and celebrate their Parks, Greenspace and Open Space, to support securing the future of these spaces and to encourage all to proactively connect and share information.

Criteria
Grants are for £500 - £5000. You can choose the amount you apply for.

You should be a constituted ‘Friends of’ group or have partnered with an existing constituted ‘Friends of’ group. 

Your organisation, or your partnered organisation needs to have a bank account capable of receiving the grant money.

You can make more than one application, but no group or partnership will receive more than 10% of the total grant money.

Your project should specifically relate to Parks, Greenspace or Open Space.

Your project should seek to achieve the aim stated above.

Your project should address at least two of the following themes.
Climate Change: Communities: Horticulture: Heritage: Play: 
Health and Wellbeing: Maintenance: Education: Environmental: Diversity and Inclusion: Biodiversity: Pandemic Recovery

Your project should have some continuing benefit to community, Parks, Greenspace or Open Space.

You will be asked to complete an evaluation document at the completion of your project, or by Dec 2021 whichever comes soonest. 

What We Will Not Fund
The grant cannot be used to fund existing running costs or existing staffing costs.




Process

You will apply by filling out the application form and send it to theresa.martin@glasgow.gov.uk

You will upload an image to represent your project. This image will be used online to promote your project. You must have permission to use the image in this way.

The applications will be checked to ensure they meet the Wee Green Grant criteria. The valid application will be uploaded to allow the public to vote. 

The public will be able to vote for the three 3 projects they prefer. They will not be able to vote for the same project more than once. The projects winning the most votes will be awarded money until the fund is run out.

Once the vote closes you will be informed if your project is successful and the money will be allocated to your organisation before the end of March 2020.
