If you want to operate a Private Hire Car within the Glasgow City Council boundary can apply for a licence by completing an online application form at: https://www.glasgow.gov.uk/index.aspx?articleid=17616

As there is currently a Private Hire Car Licence Overprovision Policy please read through the attached document prior to completing your application.
2. [bookmark: _Toc27577710]What should accompany the application?
 
(i) Application for Renewal of a Private Hire Car Licence –

            If the application is for the renewal of a licence, then the relevant certificate of insurance (covering private hire use) for the vehicle concerned must accompany the application.

*Important Information regarding Registration and Insurance Documentation
Please note that the documents for both the grant and renewal of a licence must be either (a) in the name of the applicant or if the applicant is a non-natural person, in the name of the company or partnership or (b) in the name of the person named as the day to day manager or (c) in the name of all the named directors/partners etc. “trading as” Company or partnership.
3. [bookmark: _Toc27577711]Are there different types of applications relating to a Private Hire Car Licence?

Depending on your circumstances you can apply for one of three types of application.  If you do not currently hold a licence with this Licensing Authority you can apply for the following:

Grant	This type of licence lasts for three years.  You will not be licensed to operate a Private Hire Car until the licence is granted.

Temporary	You can apply for a temporary licence that lasts for a period of no more than 6 weeks.  You will not be licensed to operate a Private Hire Car until the licence is granted.  If you lodge a grant application for the relevant licence prior to the expiry of your temporary licence, you can continue to operate beyond the expiry of your temporary licence whilst the grant application is being considered.

If you currently hold a licence with this Licensing Authority you must apply to renew the licence before it expires.

Renewal	Your renewal application can be lodged not more than 6 months before it expires but should be lodged no later than 1 month before the expiry date of  your current licence.

Provided your renewal is lodged before the expiry of your current licence you can continue to operate whilst the application is being considered.

If you forget to renew your licence or are unable to do so due to unforeseen circumstances you should contact the Licensing Section by emailing licensingenquiries@glasgow.gov.uk as soon as you become aware that your licence has expired.

5. [bookmark: _Toc27577713]How do I apply? 

To apply for a Private Hire Car Licence you should complete the online application form which can be found at https://www.glasgow.gov.uk/index.aspx?articleid=17616
6. [bookmark: _Toc27577714]How will my application be processed?

A 28 day consultation period begins when payment is received and your application is formally lodged. For grant and renewal applications, any person can object to your application at this stage. For temporary applications there is no right to object however, Police Scotland can submit a letter to the Licensing Authority if they have concerns that the applicant is not a fit and proper person to hold such a licence. 

During the 28 day consultation period your application will be sent to Police Scotland.  The Police will report on your application and may object or make a representation to the application if they do not consider you a ‘fit and proper person’ to hold, or continue to hold, a licence.  Police Scotland may also charge you with an offence if you have made a false statement on your application form or failed to declare criminal convictions.

Once the 28 day consultation period is complete, the Licensing Section will review your application.  For renewal applications the Licensing Section has up to 9 months to determine your application

In addition to the 28 day consultation period, your vehicle will require to undergo and pass an inspection prior to any licence being granted. 

As there is currently a Private Hire Car Licence Overprovision Policy once the number of private hire car licences in the city of Glasgow reaches 3450, all grant applications received will require to be referred to the Licensing and Regulatory Committee for consideration. You will receive an email requesting your attendance at the meeting and explaining the reason you are being asked to attend. If you receive an email advising you to attend a meeting of the Licensing and Regulatory Committee you should note that, while you are not legally required to attend such a meeting, if you do not attend, the Committee may make a decision in your absence. The Licensing Section will contact you, in writing, after the meeting to advise you of the Committee’s decision. The Private Hire Car Licence Overprovision Policy can be viewed https://www.glasgow.gov.uk/index.aspx?articleid=17616 


The Licensing and Regulatory Committee will also take into consideration whether any adverse comments (for example from Police Scotland) have been received on your application and whether your vehicle has passed its inspection at the Taxi and Private Hire Inspection Centre. Please note you will be provided with any adverse comments with the email advising you of the hearing date. 
7. [bookmark: _Toc27577715]Are there any other Licensing Authority policies I should be aware of when making my application? 

Yes, a full list of the Licensing Authority’s current policies which may be relevant to your Private Hire Car Licence application are detailed below. 

a) In terms of sections 10 (3A) (3B) and (3C) of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982,  there will be no overprovision of private hire car services in the city of Glasgow until such time as the number of private hire car licences reaches 3450. Once the number of private hire car licences reaches 3450 there will be an overprovision of private hire cars in the city of Glasgow and as such there will be a rebuttable presumption against the grant of further private hire car licences. (“Private Hire Car Licence Overprovision Policy”) The Private Hire Car Licence Overprovision Policy can be viewed https://www.glasgow.gov.uk/index.aspx?articleid=17616

b) The policy regarding the display of advertising on a private hire car. The advertising policy can be viewed https://www.glasgow.gov.uk/index.aspx?articleid=17616 and also below: 




c) The Licensing Authority has a policy on the minimum criteria for vehicles to be licensed as a Private Hire Car; you should ensure that your proposed vehicle meets the criteria.  Any proposed vehicle must be of a make and model approved by the Authority as detailed in Appendix A.

     The criteria for approval includes the following requirements: 
·  at least 4 doors;  
·  4 passenger seats (not including the driver);  
·  each seat pad is 16” in width, or in the case of a bench seat, 48”/122cm; 
·  steering wheel must be fitted to the offside of the vehicle at point of manufacture; 
·  body of the vehicle must be of a fixed head type (not convertible); 
·  anti lock braking system; 
· driver and front passenger air bags; 
· 3 point seat belts for all seats; 
· side impact bars or suitable equivalent; 
· no steps within the passenger compartment; 
· windows that permit the passengers and driver to be clearly viewed from outside the vehicle;  
· Not a re-registered vehicle;
· M1 Whole Vehicle type approval.   

For more information on approved Private Hire Car makes and models or to check if your   proposed vehicle is of an approved type you can contact the Authority using the contact details at the end of this guidance.    
· Any proposed vehicle must have a minimum engine power output of 73 bhp; this is equivalent to a minimum output of 74PS or 54.4kw. 
· The V5 registration document details the engine power of a vehicle. 
· Any proposed vehicle must be less than five years old on the date the application for substitution is made unless the vehicle has been licensed by this Authority as a Private Hire Car within the previous 12 months.  The age of a vehicle is determined by the date of registration as reflected on the V5 registration document.  The vehicle to be licensed must be of an approved type. The approved types are listed on the attached list as attached Appendix A.		

d) If you are granted a licence and you then require to substitute your vehicle, the replacement this vehicle must be no more than 5 years old at date of first registration when first licensed by the Authority;

e) In terms of section 10(2) of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982, all vehicles are required to meet the following emissions standard by 1 June 2023:- 
(i) Euro IV for petrol vehicles; and 
(ii) Euro VI for diesel vehicles; 

f) The age policies which means a vehicle must not be more than five years old from the date of first registration when first licensed by the Licensing Authority with the further restriction that when the vehicle is ten years old from the date of first registration it must be taken out of service and replaced.  The age policy can be viewed https://www.glasgow.gov.uk/index.aspx?articleid=17616 and below:



g) Private hire cars will be identified by:-

(i) (a) plates affixed to the front and rear bumpers of private hire car vehicles by means of strapping kits or rivets and positioned upright on the offside of the vehicle, 30cm from the offside edge of the registration plate; or on the front of the private hire car vehicle as central as possible to the middle of vehicle under the vehicle’s registration plate; and separately on the rear of the private hire car vehicle at the right hand side of the registration plate, within close proximity to the registration plate;
(b) side plates affixed to the window of each rear passenger door; 
(c)  door stickers which must be fixed by the adhesive backing to the front passenger doors; and


The Licensing and Regulatory Committee agreed at its meeting on 9 August 2023 that with effect from 1st January 2024, there would be no requirement for an ‘innversion’ or ‘contravision’ style sign or product of the same name or similar type to be positioned at the bottom or top of the rear windscreen identifying the booking office to which a licensed private hire belonged.
8. [bookmark: _Toc27577716]What happens if my application is granted?

If there was an objection from Police Scotland in relation to your application, then the licence will be provided to you after a period of 28 days from the date the Licensing and Regulatory Committee decide to grant your licence, unless an appeal has been lodged against the decision.  For grants and renewals, the Licensing Section will send you your new private hire licence and identification plates.
9. [bookmark: _Toc27577717]Are there any conditions attached to my licence?

[bookmark: _Toc27577718]Your licence will be granted with conditions attached. The Licensing and Regulatory Committee may attach conditions to the licence as it sees fit, with each application being dealt with on its own merit. 10. If my application is granted, will I have to present my vehicle for any further inspections?

Private hire cars will currently require to undergo two inspections per year at six-monthly intervals – the Annual Inspection and the Intermediate Inspection.  You will receive letters or emails from the Licensing Section notifying you when these are due and detailing the procedure to be followed.

Vehicle inspections carried out by the inspection centre should not be regarded as a means of finding out what is required to make a vehicle roadworthy.  Licence holders should ensure that their vehicles are in a suitable, roadworthy condition at all times and that the vehicles and anything attached to the inside or the outside of the vehicle complies with the Licence Conditions detailed above before the vehicle is presented for testing.

If a vehicle does fail an inspection then the remedy will usually be to have any defects attended to as soon as possible before presenting the vehicle for a re-test.

	In the event of any dispute with the Council’s Inspection Centre at 425 Polmadie Road the matter should be taken up with Mr Jaap, Test Centre Manager in the first instance.  If the matter is not resolved at that stage Mr Jaap will be able to advise of the complaints procedure to be followed in respect of the inspection entre.

11. What happens if my application is refused?

In the event of an application for grant or renewal of a licence being refused by the Licensing and Regulatory Committee, a written statement of reasons for the decision may be obtained on an email request for reasons being made to the licensingenquiries@glasgow.gov.uk or in writing to the Licensing Section, Glasgow City Council, City Chambers, George Square, Glasgow within 28 days of the decision.  

If you intend to appeal against the Licensing Authority’s decision your appeal requires to be made to the Sheriff Court, Carlton Place, Glasgow.  If you wish guidance in making an appeal you should either contact your own Solicitor, if you have not already done so by that stage, or you may contact the Sheriff Clerk, Sheriff Court House, 1 Carlton Place, Glasgow, G5 9DA.

POLICY


ADVERTISING ON LICENSED VEHICLES


(PRIVATE HIRE CARS)


The Licensing and Regulatory Committee as Licensing Authority for the City of Glasgow attaches a number of conditions when granting or renewing private hire car licences. Condition (7) states that “no notice, advertisement, printed bill or other thing shall be displayed on the outside or inside of a private hire car, without the prior consent of the Licensing Authority”.  In the interests of consistency and clarity, the Licensing and Regulatory Committee considers it appropriate to establish a policy for dealing with applications to vary this particular condition where licensees wish to display advertising material whether inside or outside the licensed vehicle.


Although each case requires to be considered on its own merits, in general, due to legal and security considerations, the Licensing and Regulatory Committee does not favour the display of advertising on the exterior of a private hire car.   So far as applications to display advertising material inside private hire cars is concerned, the procedure to be followed will be as described below.


The following criteria are considered both practical and reasonable:-


All advertising material to be displayed within private hire car requires to be approved by the Licensing Authority.  In terms of the Council’s Scheme of Delegated Functions, the Executive Legal Manager (Licensing) or his nominee has delegated authority to grant applications for such material where they conform to this policy.


The Licensing Authority will compile and maintain a register of approved advertising artwork considered suitable for use within licensed vehicles.


Application for approval of such advertising artwork requires to be made by letter stating the name of the Licenceholder and day to day manager as well as the number of vehicles in which the advertisement is to be displayed and their plate numbers and accompanied by two copies of all proposed advertisements in full colour.


No charge will be made in respect of administration at the stage of approval of artwork.


In certain circumstances in addition to approval of the advertising material, applications will require to be made for variation of the licence as follows:


No application for variation of a licence will be required in respect of: advertising to be displayed on the driver’s or front passenger’s seats or on the headrests of those seats; advertisements to appear on the floor of the vehicle.  In respect of these advertisements, the Council has delegated the required consent in terms of Condition (7) of the private hire car licence to the Executive Legal Manager (Licensing) or his authorised nominee.


All applications require to be made by the licence holder or his/her approved agent.


Any person claiming to act as an agent on behalf of the licence holder, must provide written confirmation of their authority to do so and other than in the case of a solicitor duly authorised to act, the confirmation must be signed by the relevant licence holder.


In general, applications for variation in connection with advertising will only be granted for a one year period from the date of grant.  However grants for longer periods may be given if the period is specified at the date of which application for variation is made.


In general all advertisements must comply with the British Code of Advertising Practice issued by and amended from time to time by the Advertising Standards


Authority i.e.; all advertisements must be legal, decent, honest and truthful.


In general, each application for approval of advertising material will be considered on its own merits but advertisements will not be permitted which advertise or promote the sale of alcohol or tobacco products; nor if they contain political, ethnic, religious, sectarian, sexual or controversial text; display nude or semi-nude figures; or are likely to offend public taste; depict men, women or children as sexual objects; depict direct and immediate violence to anyone shown in the advertisement or observing it; advertise any racist or sectarian group or organisation which intends to promote such a group or such organisation and/or any of its activities.


The licensee remains responsible for the content of any advertisement displayed on or within his vehicle.  It remains the licensee’s responsibility to comply with the current law and British Code of Advertising Practice referred to above irrespective of any consent to display the advertisement which may have been given by the Licensing Authority.


It remains the responsibility of the licensee to ensure that none of the advertising material obscures the driver’s vision, the vehicle’s licence plates, or the name of the licensee or constitutes a danger to passengers or the public where they are displayed on or within the vehicle.


Only one supplier or brand name may be advertised in a private hire car at any time.


Material used for advertisements must be of a quality not easily defaced or detached.  No paper based materials or water soluble adhesive paste may be used.


Interior advertisements must be on non-flammable material.


Front seat or head rest advertising should fit closely to the size and shape of the seat or head rest to which they are attached and in any event must not obscure the driver’s vision nor restrict or interfere with the passengers’ entry or exit to or from the vehicle.


Advertisements will be checked at the annual and six month inspections of the vehicle but if a licensee wishes to materially change or amend an advertisement during the course of the year further notification will require to be given to the Licensing Authority in the manner prescribed above.

POLICY REGARDING AGE OF VEHICLES FOR 

PRIVATE HIRE CARS

Approved by the Licensing and Regulatory Committee on 20 September 2023

· From 20 September 2023 a vehicle must not be more than five years old from the date of first registration when first licensed by the Licensing Authority with the further restriction that when the vehicle is ten years old from the date of first registration it must be taken out of service and replaced.  

· Licensed vehicles that are currently more than 10 years old (at 20 September 2023) may continue to be operated until 20 September 2024 or the date of the renewal of licence, whichever is the later, and then must be taken out of service and replaced.  

· Any vehicle which is currently licensed (at 20 September 2023) and which is the subject of a finance agreement acceptable to the licensing authority entered into before 20 September 2023, may continue to be operated beyond the next renewal date falling after 20 September 2024, notwithstanding the fact that at the renewal date the vehicle will be more than 10 years old, until the conclusion of the agreement. 

· In order to claim this additional exemption from the policy requirements such an agreement must be exhibited to the Licensing Authority at the time of lodging the renewal application form.  

· At the end of the period covered by the agreement the vehicle shall be taken out of service and replaced and the renewed licence should contain a condition to that effect identifying the date by which the vehicle must be replaced.   

· A finance agreement, to be acceptable to the licensing authority, must be with a recognised financial institution such as a bank, building society or HP company and must cover a period of no more than four years.  

· If the finance agreement covers a period of more than four years, the exemption will only be given for a four year period from the date the agreement was entered into and at the end of that period the vehicle must be replaced.

CONDITIONS ATTACHED TO A


PRIVATE HIRE CAR LICENCE


(1)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall be not less than 21 years of age.


(2)
The holder of a Private Hire Car Licence must hold the requisite Vehicle Registration Document and the Certificate of Insurance in relation to the private hire car as required by Part VI of the Road Traffic Act 1988 in the name of the Licenceholder or the person named as the day to day manager or all the named directors/partners ‘trading as’ the Licenceholder and shall not include any other names.

(3)
The holder of a private hire car licence who changes his address or place of business shall within 14 days thereafter give notice thereof to the Licensing Authority and shall produce his licence to Licensing Manager of the City of Glasgow Council who shall endorse thereon the particulars of such change of address or place of business.


(4)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall keep or cause to be kept an up-to-date list of the names and addresses of all private hire car drivers employed by him and of all private hire car drivers who, whether for payment or otherwise, are authorised by the holder of the licence to use the private hire car for the purpose of conveying fare paying passengers.


(5)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall use as a private hire car any vehicle approved by the Licensing Authority.


(6)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall ensure that the private hire car, including all body work, upholstery and fittings, is in a safe and serviceable condition and that it is kept in a clean condition both internally and, subject to prevailing road conditions, externally.


(7)
No notice, advertisement, printed bill or other thing shall be displayed on the outside or inside of a private hire car without the prior consent of the Licensing Authority.


(8)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall ensure that, while the private hire car is in use as such, any plates or other things which have been issued by the Licensing Authority for the purpose of indicating that the vehicle is a private hire car are displayed at all times in positions approved by the Licensing Authority.  Relevant identification plates issued by the Licensing Authority must be affixed to the rear passenger windows of a private hire car via the self-adhesive front.


(9)
If any plate or other thing which has been issued by the Licensing Authority for the purpose of indicating that the vehicle is a private hire car and which is fixed to the vehicle becomes so defaced as not to be distinctly visible or legible or if any such plate or other thing is lost, the holder of the private hire car licence shall report this to the Licensing Authority as soon as practicable in order to obtain from the Licensing Authority a replacement plate or other thing.


(10)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall not display on his vehicle any signs for the purpose of advertising its services as a private hire car other than those approved by the Licensing Authority.
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(11)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall require the private hire car to undergo and pass inspection as required by the Licensing Authority.  On receiving the requisite notice in writing from the Licensing Authority, he shall present the private hire car for examination at such time and place as may be reasonably required.


(12)
The holder of a private hire car licence, when the private hire car has been damaged in a vehicular accident or by any other means, shall report the damage to the Licensing Authority as soon as practicable and, if the private hire car is roadworthy, he shall present it for examination by the Licensing Authority within the following 2 working days (being days on which the testing facilities operate) after the occurrence. The private hire car shall be presented to the Licensing Authority for re-examination as soon as the repairs to the vehicle have been completed and before the vehicle is again used for private hire purposes.


(13)
The holder of a private hire licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall obtain from the Licensing Authority a notice giving details of the table of approved taxi fares and charges and shall display the notice in the passenger compartment of the private hire car in such a position that it will be readily visible to the passengers being carried and no other table of fares and charges will be displayed.


(14)
The holder of a private hire car licence must carry in a suitable fastener in the private hire car, a fire extinguisher of a type and in a position approved by the Licensing Authority.


(15)
The holder of a private hire car licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall not use, or cause or permit to be used, on the private hire car a road wheel or tyre of a different circumference from that for which the taximeter affixed to the private hire car was designed, geared and tested by the Licensing Authority.


(16)
The holder of a private hire car licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall only have affixed to and used on the private hire car a taximeter which has been approved by the Licensing Authority.


(17)
The holder of a private hire car licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall only use a taximeter which has been sealed by the Licensing Authority after testing and approved as to distance and time in accordance with the approved taxi fares and charges.  Once a taximeter is fitted to the private hire car, the holder of the private hire car licence shall not, either by himself or through any other person, tamper with the taximeter or break or tamper with any seal on such taximeter or any attachment affixed thereto by the manufacturer or Licensing Authority except to remove the taximeter for repair or replacement.  Should the seal be broken or the taximeter removed for repair, the taximeter shall be re-tested and passed by the Licensing Authority before being used again.


(18)
The holder of a private hire car licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall ensure that the taximeter is affixed to the private hire car.


(19)
The holder of a private hire car licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall not knowingly use, or cause or permit to be used, the private hire car during any period that the seal affixed to the taximeter is broken or detached.


(20)
The holder of a private hire car licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall not knowingly use, or cause or permit to be used, a taximeter which is any way defective.
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(21)
The holder of a private hire car licence, whose private hire car is fitted with a taximeter, shall, within 2 working days, inform the Licensing Authority of the removal of the taximeter from the private hire car.  He shall not refit a taximeter on a second or subsequent occasion without the prior permission of the Licensing Authority, except when the private hire car is due for its annual inspection by the Licensing Authority.


(22)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall, unless the cost of the journey is regulated by a Licensing Authority fare structure, take steps to ensure that any potential hirer of the private hire car is informed prior to the commencement of the hire which shall be deemed to be when the vehicle is put in motion or such other time as may be agreed to by the driver of the vehicle and the potential customer (a) that the fare is not so regulated and (b) the cost, or the method of calculating the cost, of the proposed journey.


(23)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall not have installed in the private hire car a two-way radio or similar device, the base of operation or control point of which is situated outwith the boundary of the City of Glasgow.


(24)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall be bound to fulfil, or cause to be fulfilled, at the time and location specified, a request to hire his private hire car which he has accepted, unless prevented by sufficient cause.


(25)
The holder of a private hire car licence shall not ask the driver of a private hire car to do anything which would result in the driver committing a breach of the conditions attached to the driver’s licence.


(26)
The holder of a private hire car licence whose private hire car ceases to be kept for hire or who ceases to act as a private hire car operator for any part of the unexpired period of his licence shall, within seven days thereafter, surrender his licence to the City of Glasgow Council in writing and deliver to the Director of Protective Services of the said Council his licence and any plates or other thing issued to him in relation to the said licence.


(27)
The holder of a private hire car licence may, at any time during the currency of his licence be called upon to exhibit to the Licensing Authority the registration document relating to the licensed vehicle and the certificate of insurance for the vehicle as will satisfy the Licensing Authority that the vehicle is currently insured and has been continuously insured throughout the full currency of the licence and he shall at all times be in a position to exhibit such documents.


(28)
If during the currency of the licence, the holder is convicted of any offence, they shall, within 28 days, provide dull details of such convictions to the Licensing Authority.


(29)
The holder of a private hire car licence, when presenting his vehicle for intermediate and annual inspections at the Licensing Authority’s Inspection Centre, shall exhibit the Certificate of Insurance for the vehicle as will satisfy the Licensing Authority that the vehicle is currently insured and has been continuously insured throughout the full currency of the licence.


(30) 
The holder of a private hire car licence shall use as a private hire car any vehicle approved by the Licensing Authority and that vehicle shall not be more than 5 years old from the date of first registration when first licensed by the Licensing Authority and shall be taken out of service and replaced when it becomes 10 years old from the date of first registration.
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
